Under section 331AAB(1), the responsible entity must, within 1 month after the vacancy occurs, appoint an auditor to 
fill the vacancy.

Advice to ASIC
The responsible entity must then advise ASIC of the appointment by the entity of an auditor of the scheme within 14 
days of the appointment.

If the auditor is resigning or being removed from the scheme, ASIC consent is required to be obtained prior to the 
resignation\removal taking effect.

An auditor can only be appointed if the qualifications under s324B of the Corporations Act 2001 are satisifed.

Consent in writing must be obtained from the person, firm or authorised audit company being appointed as auditor as 
required by subsctions 328A(1)A&B
